Serious and casual leisure in public library makerspaces: The two-audience conundrum and research agenda

Makerspaces are collaborative spaces where people gather to get creative wit DIY projects, invent new ones and share ideas. Many makerspaces offer

community resources like 3D printers, robots, cutting machines, software, electronics, craft supplies, hardware, and more. Makerspaces in libraries are

becoming more and more popular but little is known on how people use them and their sustainability over time. This article is a comparative case study

examines user and library staff experiences in three makerspaces to determine the types of leisure the makerspaces support, and the types of

makerspaces community members want. The study found that these spaces serve two audiences: those committed to a serious leisure use of the space

and those interested in casual leisure. These audiences each need different support, programs, and policies. Neither type of leisure was well supported in

all three cases. This study situates the benefits of library makerspaces in the lives of the users and asks a series of questions orienting librarians toward a

research agenda concerning serious and casual leisure.
